
INSTRUCTIONS FOR USING  THE NEW ON-LINE EDITION OF   
THE ENCYCLOPAEDIA JUDAICA, 2nd ed.,  2007. 

 
To access the encyclopaedia, click on the link below.  You will be asked to enter your 
library barcode.  This can be found on your library membership card, beginning 
with the letter “P” plus the next 4 or 5 digits. Proceed. 
 
Click on the title ENCYCLOPAEDIA JUDAICA, 2nd ed., 2007.  You are now in the 
“BASIC SEARCH” screen.  If you know the word or exact phrase that you are 
looking for,  type it in the “FIND BOX”. You will notice that this is a “KEYWORD 
SEARCH” that checks the entire Encyclopaedia  for your information..  Click 
“SEARCH”.  If you are not satisfied with your results, try clicking on 
“DOCUMENT TITLE”, which will look for your word(S) only in the “TITLE” of 
the articles or documents in the Encyclopaedia. 
 
You can also try the “ADVANCED SEARCH” , or you can use the “INDEX” to 
search, by clicking on the plus sign + beside the word “HISTORY”.  From there 
click on the title of the Encyclopaedia and then click on the “E-BOOK INDEX” link. 
 
If you are still not satisfied, go back to the “BASIC SEARCH” screen. Click on the 
“HELP” button, located above.  This will provide you with a “TABLE of 
CONTENTS”, that you can use to help you in your search.
